The installer menu adds two extra items to the settings menu (Amp Gain & Steering wheel type).

To enter installer menu, press MODE (1) and UP (3) for 5 seconds until the first beep is heard, then
release the MODE (1) button while keeping the UP (3) button pressed for a further 5 seconds.

Five low pitched beeps are emitted when the installer menu is enabled, then you can release UP (3).
